Ice Breaker:  Moral margins can get pretty deep.  Let’s start with an easy question:  What is your position on shopping carts?  Do you push them back to the appropriate spot, or do you leave them stranded?
Is it possible for us to avoid temptation?

Read James 1: 12-18

· V 13 suggests that we have no choice, we will be tempted.  Why does God allow this?

· What are some ways we can be prepared for temptation?

· Does God want for us to fight temptation?

· Read 1Cor 6:18, then Phil 4:8

· Rephrase the question above.  How does God want for us to handles the temptations that Satan is sure to throw our way?

God has given us freedom of choice, free will.  Is this good or bad?

Pastor Dave said Sunday that sin is sin and none is necessarily worse than the other.  However, what are the consequences of sin and how do they differ?
