Small Group Wk #2

Warm up:
Pastor Chris talked about NOT living by the motto, “Do as I say not as I do”.  Share a time in your life when you felt like you failed to set a good example for someone else.

Dig In: The Bible is filled with evidence that faith and obedience always go together.  What do these verses say about obedience?

John14:23-24–

Hebrews 5:7-9 – 

1 John 2:3-6 – 

Hebrews 11:8 – 

Read 1 Samuel 15:13-22 together as a group. Have each member read 1 verse per person. 

Commentary: Notice how Saul attempts to shift responsibility from himself to the soldiers and to excuse the act of disobedience by claiming good intentions.  Commentators often contrast Saul’s attitude with David’s attitude when confronted with their sin. Saul made excuses while David immediately took full responsibility.

How do you usually react when someone confronts you with something you have done wrong? 

Pastor Chris talked about honoring the Sabbath as a command that Christians routinely ignore.  What is a specific area of your life where you feel like you could be more obedient to the Lord?

Application:

Discuss what you can do this week to set a better example for someone else who may be watching you? (a child, grandchild, co-worker, unbelieving spouse, etc)
