Small Group Wk. 2

Warm up:
Share a time when someone broke a promise to you or you broke a promise to someone else.  

Dig In:
Read  James 3:2-12  

James describes the tongue as a “restless evil, full of deadly poison”.  Describe some of the ways you can think of that people use their tongues for evil.

Why do you think James compares the tongue to a ship’s rudder or a horse’s bit?  What are the similarities?

If only perfect people can keep their tongues in check (v.2) and no man can tame the tongue (v.8), then is there any hope for becoming more godly in our speech or are we simply doomed to failure? (see Romans 6:11-14, James 4:6-10)

According to v.9-10 why is it wrong to curse or verbally abuse other people?

Read Matthew 12:34-36

What do you think your words reveal about you?

Application: (Leader-break people up in groups of 2-3)

Share what area of speech you struggle with the most (lying, cursing, deceiving, gossiping, etc.) with someone else in your small group and commit to pray for each other.  Call each other or send an encouraging email/note to one another this week.
