· Is there anything that you would like to change about how you and your spouse currently spend your time together knowing this?

· Revisit the warm up question and now apply your answer to yourself as a spouse.  Would your spouse’s parents have picked you as the perfect life mate for their son/daughter?  Why or why not?
Application: 
Pray together this week as husband and wife.  Pray for forgiveness.  Pray in thanksgiving for your marriage,  for your children, for your church.  Then, as God to not just let you say the words, but mean them.  Look your spouse in the eye and say to them, “You don’t owe me anything.”
