Read Proverbs 21:20

Mark said Sunday that the financial margins in our life have nothing to do with how much money you make.  If that is the case, then what determines our financial margin?  How do you get there if you have no margin now?

The tithe is considered the expectation among believers.  God expects us to give our ‘first fruits’, the best of our crop back to Him.  Statistics tell us that less than 3% of Evangelical Christians tithe.  Why is that?

Read Genesis 28: 16-22     Read Malachi 3: 8-10     Read Matthew 23: 23-24

As you can see, the tithe appears before and after Moses (when the law became known)  Why does God want us to give?

God is the ultimate giver.  Everything is His (Psalm 24:1).  The more we give, the more we become “Christ-like”  If we want to be Christians, we must be givers.  God does not need our money.  VantagePoint does not need our money.  God needs sold out believers and the byproduct of that is giving.
